Grades 1 & 2

Activity: Earth Day Awareness Video & Placing Bird Feeders

encourage empathy towards birds by placing feeders.

Preparation: Teachers will show an engaging and age-appropriate Earth Day video. Students will then
assist in placing bird feeders around the school.

Grades 3 to 5

Activity: Documentary Screening — "Save Earth"

Objective: To deepen students’ understanding of environmental challenges and the need for sustainable
living through a documentary.

Preparation: Students will watch an informative documentary focused on environmental protection.

Grades 6 to 8

Activity: Bird Feeder Making — Best Out of Waste

Objective: To promote creative reuse of waste materials and inculcate the habit of recycling and caring
for nature.

Preparation: Students will bring recyclable or waste materials from home and create bird feeders during
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the activity.
